Rocking Gently Home On The Trail
The Iragically Hip Face Uncertain Future

| noticed it two rows behind me.

Sitting at the cold, hard tables of my eighth
grade science class in the Fall of 1998, | thwarted
away my boredom by gazing around the room,
sometimes at the clock slowing ticking away on
the wall, sometimes at the cute girl at the next
table I'd hope to someday kiss at a middle school
dance.

Turning around to grab something from my
backpack, | noticed it. Two rows back, this bright
yellow album cover. The owner of the record was
my friend Jesse, quite possibly the only popular
kid in my grade that ever gave me the time of
day. Jesse loved music, and we shared a mutual
bond, a melodic kinship, over the usual bands
and musicians that teenagers first come across
— Jimi Hendrix, The Rolling Stones, Bob Marley.
And as the bell rang and class was dismissed,
| approached Jesse’s table. | inquired about the
yellow album.

“‘Phantom Power’ by The Tragically Hip,” he
said.

“Who?” | replied.

“You don’t know The Hip?” he shot back.

He put the CD into his handheld player (with
15-second skip protection), placing the head-
phones over my ears. Immediately, the loud
thump of a kick drum and catchy rock guitar riff
echoed throughout my body. Soon, the unmis-
takable voice of Gord Downie roared ahead of the
instruments, leading the charge of opening track
“Poets.”

| was sold. A few days later, | tracked down
“Phantom Power” at the nearby Ames Depart-
ment Store, tucked within the record section
between TLC and UB40. Back in science class,
Jesse and | would compare notes about the al-
bum, about the legendary Canadian band, and
how Gord and Co. were such a unique and singu-
lar sound — nobody sounded like The Hip, and
nobody ever will.

Amid the recent news of Gord being diag-
nosed with terminal brain cancer, and the band
embarking on (what some might say is) a fare-
well tour this summer, my thoughts began to
drift to the power of The Hip, and how they will
forever be linked to the musical fabric of my na-

tive North Country.

For my 14th birthday (Feb. 5, 1999), m
mother drove Jesse and | to see The Hip right
over the border at the Molson Centre in Mon-
treal. Immersed in an arena-sized cloud of weed
smoke, Jesse and | somehow were able to buy a
couple Molson Canadians. We saluted the beers
high in the air, to Gord and Co. onstage, to my
birthday, and to the unknowns that lay ahead in
the impending minefield that would soon be high
school.

As | got older, as we all got older, what re-
mained in the background was always The Hip.
Give me a rollicking Saturday night in the North
Country, and I'll give you someone throwing a
dollar in the jukebox and requesting “Wheat
Kings” or “Bobcaygeon” at last call, or a local
cover band of your old friends blasting through
yet another glorious “New Orleans Is Sinking.”

The Hip have always been there for us, which
makes it that much harder to think of them not
being around, physically and melodically. The
Hip was (and is) “our band,” where their songs
spoke of the cold, unforgiving winters we all
take pride in facing and surviving every year.
Their tunes brought us together on a hot sum-
mer night, in some backwoods field or dive bar
around the corner. And they were also a security
blanket for those of us who left the North Coun-
try to seek our fortune, their records finding their
way into our stereos as we were thousands of
miles from home, but the distance and space be-
tween home and far away was erased within the
lyrics and guitar chords.

Living in Western North Carolina these days,
| put on The Hip every-so-often, probably more
often than | actually realize. All those faces and
places that are familiar to me, way back there in
Upstate New York — those old lovers and long
gone family members, those lifelong friends and
unforgettable characters — they appear across
my field-of-vision when | put on “Phantom Pow-
er” — the yellow record that held the key to the
secrets of me, the “where to from here?” ques-
tion that always seems to emerge underneath a
silent twilight moon as | look up into the sky.

With The Hip heading out on this bittersweet
tour, I don’t look at it with sadness, but more so
with an attitude of gratitude and love — a victory

Virtual Reality currently stands poised to
dramatically change the way humans interact.
One of the most anticipated technologies in
the current lineup of VR devices is the Oculus
Rift, and we just got our hands on our first
pair of goggles yesterday (June 21, 2016).
This was pre-ordered in February, and in the
meantime we had to put together a computer
that could handle the high frame rates re-
quired by the Oculus. Coincidentally, the Ocu-
lus arrived during my Teaching and Learning
with Simulations and Games course, just after
we finished our discussion of Ready Player
One, a book by Ernest Cline that depicts a fu-
ture with a Virtual Reality Oasis that people
spend most of their time in. After about 3
hours of setup (no plug and play here I'm
afraid), we managed to get each of the free
demos up and running. | asked some of my
students to share their first impressions, and
have included the below:

“Jay” | thought it was a weird experience
but not a new one, | was reminded of being on
a roller coaster. When | entered the VR world
| immediately felt off balance, | think that was
due to the fact that | was standing up instead
of sitting down. | felt that at any moment |
would tip over and fall when | was standing
up. | personally feel that when entering VR |
have to be sitting down, otherwise it’s going
to be a whole different situation. The experi-
ence being in VR can be compared to the sen-
sation of having butterflies in one’s stomach.
After | had a chance to adjust to the new equi-
librium | really enjoyed being in that environ-
ment. | felt really nauseous when | had to
move around VR, at times | felt things were
happening way too fast. | especially felt that
way during the intro part to Oculus VR, when
viewing the elephants and such. However, |
do have say that might be because | am a very
skittish person, and having things coming at
me while in VR made me a little bit anxious. |
think after visiting VR a few more times, all of
the negatives | mentioned above will be mini-
mized.

“Charles”: | feel slightly less nauseated
than | expected to be. | usually get motion
sickness from these types of activities, but
the render quality and motion tracking kept
me from feeling too ill. After | left VR | im-
mediately felt a little nausea roll over me, but
I managed to quickly get my bearings back
and the feeling melted away. With some con-
ditioning | am sure that | could prevent myself
from getting sick. The experience almost felt
surreal, being submerged in that level of vir-
tual reality you can let your actual reality drop
away and fully immerse yourself in this world.
| think this is the main reason why | was able
to enjoy it so much and also helped me be
less motion sick. The deeper the immersion
level, the better | feel. | think this is because

my mind can believe that the experience | was
feeling was actual reality and it didn’t reject
the experience outright. Overall: 9/10, can’t
wait until | get my own!

“Shayne”: Right off the bat | was sort of
unimpressed. The Universe | stood in the cen-
ter of was slightly meh. However, as it jumped
around to the other locations in the tutorial
| grew much more impressed. The dinosaur
was amazing. As a dweeb who has for years
been ostracized by the greater world at large
for my knowledge of dinosaurs and other gi-
ants, monsters, and lizards; this opens up an
amazing/horrifying pandora’s box of possibili-
ties. This could work with bloody Godzilla. If
that day ever comes | probably will never leave
virtual reality. Another aspect that | really en-
joyed was the ability to visit other cultures.
The learning possibilities are nearly endless.
| go into everything with a skeptical attitude,
which you may have grasped from my first
sentence, but this really won me over. The
possibilities are absolutely amazing. As far
as actually playing games over VR was also a
great, if physically odd, experience. | played a
very mediocre platformer with strange Love-
craftian overtones. After a brief adjustment

When | actually put the headset on and
got into the world myself, it was a totally dif-
ferent experience. In my first VR experience
| was plopped down in a dark forested area
where it looked and sounded like a CGI movie.
As the video played through | watched large
fireflies buzz around, was smelled by a giant
robot hand that acted like a dog, and was ap-
proached by a MASSIVE robot. The robot was
easily taller than all of the trees in the woods.
As it walked toward me | had to looks straight
up to see it. This was the coolest/scariest/
most real feeling part of the whole experience.
As the robot moved, tree branches fell down.

The feeling of reality was so strong that when |
looked up and saw branches falling down just
above me, | felt like | needed to dodge them,
even though | also knew that | was standing
safely inside an office at SUNY Potsdam.

After | finished with that VR experience, |
was able to play an interactive game on the
system. This game involved getting gold
coins and hitting bad guys. It was a very sim-
ple game, which is good because I’m not the
most experienced gamer. This shows that,
even though VR is mostly used by hardcore
gamers and computer geeks, it can be en-
joyed by even the most incapable videogame
players. The only critique that | could think
of is that it can give a slight feeling of vertigo
after you take the headset off. Overall, super
cool encounter with the new technology and |
think that we’ve only scratched the surface of
the uses for this technology.

Like the students, my first impression was
also “I can’t wait to see what developers will
come up with next.” For my part, | look for-
ward to creating educational content with a
virtual reality camera, and taking the concept
of a flipped classroom to a new level. Without
a doubt, the best is yet to come.
